


EXCERPTS FROM
JEFFERSON PARISH CODE,
CHAPTER 7

SEC. 7-21(b). No dog shall be permitted to
run or be upon any street, alleyway, highway,
common or public square unless wunder the
immediate control 6f a competent person and
restrained by a sustantial chain or leash not
exceeding six (6) feet in length. Dogs found by
the department to be at large may be seized and
impounded . . .

SEC. 7-23. Every female dog or cat in heat
shall be confined so that the animal cannot come
into contact with an unneutered male, except for
planned breeding.

SEC. 7-25(a). No person shall keep any wild
or exotic species of land animals, reptiles or

birds, warm or cold-blooded (except caged pet

rodents, caged pet birds and animals in acquari-
ums) unless a permit therefor is obtained from
the department o

SEC. 7-28. Any part of a public street or
square or the private property of a person other
than the owner or keeper of an animal shall be
soiled by the excreta of such animal, whether
such nusisance shall take place in the presence
of the owner or keeper or not, the owner or
ﬁeeper shall promptiy remove such excreta and
dispose of it in a sanitary manner .

SEC. 7- 47(b). The owner shall be enntled to
resume possession of any impounded dog upon
payment of the impoundment and daily board
fees and compliance with vaccination and regis-
tration requirements; provided application for
such possession, with payment of all required
fees, is made within five (5) days, exclusive of
Sundays and all legal holidays, after impound-
ment . . .

SEC. 7-59. The department of animal control
may impound any cat, rabbit, raccoon, opos-
sum, hamster, guinea pig, gerbil, and any other
animal of like nature, found to be at large. Any
such animal impounded may be reclaimed by
the owner upon payment of impoundment and
daily board charges and compliance with other
legal requirements for keeping of such animal. If
no claim is made on any such animal after five (5;
days of impoundment, exclusive of Sundays and
legal holidays, the animal shelter may humanely
dispose of same in its discretion.

SEC. 7-66. It shall be the duty of the cwner or
keeper of every dog or cat over four (4) months
old to register same with the (Animal Shelter)
department by purchase of a dog or cat license
.. with appropriate anti-rabies vaccine . . . The
license tag shall be fastened to the dog’s collar or
harness and worn at all times when the dogis off
the premises of the owner . . . The license must
be renewed no later than one year from the
latest vaccination date and no dog or cat shall be
licensed without a current rabies vaccination.

SEC. 7-81(a). Should an animal bite a person,
or be reported to have bitten a person within the
limits of the Parish of Jefferson, it shall be the
duty of the owner, or the person having the
same in his possession or under his control,
immediately to notify the . . . department . . . and
surrender said dog or animal to . . . the depart-
ment. It shall be the duty of the . . . department to
impound or cause to be impounded any such
dog or animal for a period of ten (10) days for
observation within the hospital facilities of a
licensed veterinarian or at the animal shelter.

SEC. 7-96 thru 7-105. No person shall oper-
ate a (a) pet shop; (b) kennel or public auction;
(c) K-9 or guard dog service; (d) be a breeder
and/or dealer; (e) grooming shop; (f) stable build-
ing; (g) commercial stable; (h) manage a com-
mercial livery stable; (i) roadside and petting

z00s, carnivals and exhibitions: . . . unless a
permit to operate such establishment shall have
been granted by the department.

SEC. 7-126(a) No person shall poison or ill-

treat an animal, nor may an animal be aban-

doned. No perscn shall unnecessanly or crueliy--'-
beat, multilate, kill, torture, or abuse . .any
animal, or fall to provlde obvious necessary
veterinary care.

SEC. 7-126(d). No animal ‘s_ﬁau__'l':’;e. _

tethered as the primary means of stationery

confinement; such stationary confinement by
tethering shall be considered cruei treaﬁnent

SEC. 7- 142 Any person who, as the operator
of a motor vehicle, strikes a domestic animal
shall stop at once _and render such assistanceas
may be possible and shall immediately report
such injury or death to the animal’s owner .
sheriff’s office . . . or local humane soaety :

SEC. 7-143. Failure of any person . . . to
adequately house, feed and water ammals in hxs" :

Every owner or keeper of ammals
shall exercise proper care and control of such
animals so as to prevent them from. creatmg or
becommg a public nuisance .
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
